This modern mid terrace weather boarded home is arranged over three floors and has been lovingly
maintained by the current owner. On the ground floor there is a good sized kitchen/breakfast room
with French doors leading out to the small garden area. The kitchen is fitted with shaker style units
and a granite worktop as well as integrated appliances and the whole ground floor recently had oak
tongue and groove timber flooring installed creating a hard wearing low maintenance finish much-
needed when living by the sea. There is also a front reception/bedroom on the ground floor and a
handy downstairs W/C.

The main reception room is found on the first floor; this spacious room is to the rear of the property
and has fantastic sea views. There is a set of French doors which lead out on to a timber and glass
balcony which is large enough for a small table and chairs to sit and enjoy the sunsets. One of the
three bedrooms is found on this floor as well as the main family bathroom. The bathroom contains a
modern three-piece bathroom suite and hand held shower attachment. There is also a handy storage
cupboard on the landing which houses the immersion heater.

On the second floor there are two further bedrooms and a shower room. Both rooms have dormer
windows and TV points and the rear facing room benefits from lovely sea views.

The fenced rear garden is accessed via the French doors in the kitchen. This low maintenance space is
enclosed by a white picket fence to make the most of the sea views.
